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What is the Convention?
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Before the World Congress in May, my colleague Jacqueline
and | did a presentation.

We spoke to a group of people with disabilities about the
United Nations Conventions on the Rights of People with
Disabilities.

The Convention talks about rights of people with disabilities.

It demands that people with disabilities are included in society.
Many people in the audience did not know about their rights.

| said that laws should be made more accessible for people with
disabilities.

We talked about the following rights:

The Right to Education

People with disabilities have the right to go to school.
They should be educated together with people without
disabilities.

Schools have to make adaptations to meet their needs.
The Right to work

People with disabilities have the right to have a job like everyone
else.

They have the right to see their contract.

They have the right to be paid for their work.

Access to Information

A person with disabilities has the same right to access to
information like everyone else.

They have to be able to understand texts such as newspapers.

They should be able to use public transportation without any
problems.

They should be able to go to shops, cinemas and other places.
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Living Independently in the Community

At the World Congress the topic of several sessions was
how people with intellectual disabilities can live in the
community.

All persons with disabilities have the right to be part of the
community.

This is written in the United Nations Convention on the
Rights of Persons with Disabilities under Article 19.
All speakers in this article are self-advocates.

What your rights are:

Stuart Rigg is from England.
He said disabled people should have their own home and
support from friends and famillies.

Speaking up is the most important thing all disabled people
should be able to do.

Everyone with or without a disability has their own qualities
and talents.

A disabled person knows his or her strengths better than
anyone else.

Everyone has the right to work and earn money.

People with disabilities have the choice where they want to
live.
For example: the city or the countryside.

People with disabilities should get support in what they
choose.

You can choose who comes to your doors.
You can choose with whom you want to live.
You have a say what goes on in your house.
You can choose who helps you.

A disabled person has the right to get general support in
everyday life.
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Living Independently in the Community
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Assistance with independent living:

In some countries the state pays for the rent of people with
disabilities.

For instance, in England there will be a new system in the
future.

This system informs the services of disabled people if a
disabled person has had an accident or got hurt.

Inclusion Europe and Inclusion International have members
in all countries that will help you.

For instance, Richard Ruston is the president of People
First of Canada.

He said that disabled people do not forget how they were
hurt or taken advantage of in their past lives.

Richard shared his story about being kicked out of his
mother’s house at the age of 14. He was sent to an
institution.

When Richard reached the age of 23, he discovered the
organisation called People First of Canada. Now he is a self-

| advocate who works with other organisations.

Paul Alford is from Ireland. He works for Inclusion Ireland.
Before, he had a very hard job. He lifted heavy boxes until
he got back pain. Becoming a self-advocate has changed his
life:

Now he has his own place which he calls home.

He now goes to the bank and to the doctor by himself.
He chooses who comes to visit him.

He travels around the world to tell others about living
independently

For his next trip he will fly all by himself to Australia

to give a talk about living in the community.
